Description of Requested Change: 

The requested change is to remove the consistency checks between the intraday restriction timestamps and the 

validity dates of the relevant static data object (Party, Securities, Securities Account, T2S Dedicated Cash 

Account, External RTGS Account).  

Furthermore, the wording for all relevant business rules shall be reviewed in order to ensure they correctly 

describe the checks that are carried out by SDMG as far as intraday restrictions are concerned. 
__________________________________________________________________________________________________ 
Reason for change / expected benefits / business case: 

In the current T2S design, validity periods of intraday restrictions are interpreted as calendar dates. On this 

basis, the Valid From and the Valid To attributes of a given intraday restriction store the calendar date and the 

time by when this intraday restriction starts and stops being valid. This implies that, in case the time by when this 

intraday restriction starts or stops is between 18:45 and 00:00, then the same intraday restriction will start or stop 

being valid on a business date that is, under standard operating conditions, greater than the date stored in the 

Valid From or Valid To attribute of the given intraday restriction. For example: 

• An intraday restriction with Valid From equal to 15.07.15-20:30 starts being valid, under standard 

operating conditions, when the business date is 16.07.15. 

• An intraday restriction with Valid From equal to 13.07.15-11:30 and Valid To equal to 16.07.15-21:30 

stops being valid, under standard operating conditions, when the business date is 17.07. 

When setting up, modifying and removing intraday restrictions, the Valid To timestamp, if specified, must be 

greater than the Valid From timestamp. Furthermore, when setting up and modifying intraday restrictions, the 

Valid From and Valid To timestamps are checked for consistency against the following dates: 

• the current calendar date and time; 

• the Valid From and Valid To business dates of the relevant restriction type; 

• the Opening Date and Closing Date business dates of the relevant restricted static data objects (party, 

security, securities account, T2S dedicated cash account, external RTGS account). 

The consistency checks against the current calendar date and time aim at preventing the possibility to setup 

intraday restrictions in the past: 

• the Valid From timestamp must be greater than or equal to the current date and time; 
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• the Valid To timestamp must be greater than or equal to the current date and time. 

The consistency checks against the validity period of the relevant Restriction Type aim at preventing the 

possibility to setup intraday restrictions that start being valid before (or stop being valid after) the Restriction 

Type they refer to: 

• the date of the Valid From timestamp must be greater than or equal to the Valid From date of the 

relevant Restriction Type; 

• the date of the Valid From timestamp must be less than or equal to the Valid To date of the relevant 

Restriction Type; 

• the date of the Valid To timestamp must be greater than or equal to the Valid From date of the relevant 

Restriction Type; 

• the date of the Valid To timestamp must be less than or equal to the Valid To date of the relevant 

Restriction Type. 

The consistency checks against the validity period of the relevant static data object aim at preventing the 

possibility to setup intraday restrictions that start being valid before (or stop being valid after) the static data 

object they restrict: 

• the date of the Valid From timestamp must be greater than or equal to the Opening Date of the static 

data object to be restricted; 

• the date of the Valid From timestamp must be less than or equal to the Closing Date of the static data 

object to be restricted; 

• the date of the Valid To timestamp must be greater than or equal to the Opening Date of the static data 

object to be restricted; 

• the date of the Valid To timestamp must be less than or equal to the Closing Date of the static data 

object to be restricted. 

When removing intraday restrictions, the only consistency check takes place between the Valid From and Valid 

To timestamps and the current calendar date and time. 

The consistency checks against the validity period of the relevant restriction type and the consistency checks 

against the validity period of the relevant static data object prevent the possibility to setup intraday restrictions in 

the two following specific scenarios: 

• It is not possible to set up an intraday restriction that starts being valid exactly when the relevant 

Restriction Type starts being valid or in the same evening until midnight (e.g. it is not possible to set up 

an intraday restriction with Valid From equal to 15.07.15 at 19:30 if the Valid From date of the relevant 

restriction type is equal to 16.07.15). Any attempt to set up a restriction in such a timeframe will be 

rejected. 

• It is not possible to set up an intraday restriction that starts being valid exactly when the static data 

object to be restricted starts being valid or in the same evening until midnight (e.g. it is not possible 

setting up an intraday restriction with Valid From equal to 15.07.15 at 18:45 if the Opening Date of the 

relevant Party is equal to 16.07.15). This is the check that is behind INC156065 (which is related to a 

Security static data object). Any attempt to set up a restriction in such a timeframe will be rejected.

• In both cases, during the week-end the same applies from the business date change on Friday until 

midnight on Monday (as during the weekend the business date is always greater than the calendar 

date). 

 

Based on the discussions in the UTSG and in the CRG, it was agreed to remove the consistency checks 

between the intraday restriction timestamps and the validity dates of the relevant static data object, while 

keeping the consistency checks between the intraday restriction timestamps and the validity dates of the 

relevant restriction type. In other words, it shall still not be possible to set up an intraday restriction that starts 

being valid exactly when the relevant Restriction Type starts being valid or in the same evening until midnight, 

but it would be possible to use a previously created Restriction Type to restrict a Static Data Object as soon as 

the latter enters its validity period. 

This would satisfy the requirement expressed by the users (i.e. to be able to restrict a Static Data object at the 

very beginning of its validity period), while the remaining check on Restriction Types would allow to retain a basic 

level of consistency between the validity periods (i.e. to avoid using a Restriction Type that is past its Valid To). 

Assuming that, in general, Restriction Types will be created in advance, this should not create operational issues 

for the users. In addition, it would also be possible to add/modify/remove Restriction Type Rules from an existing 

Restriction Type as of the next business date, allowing for an additional degree of flexibility in dealing with the 

remaining constraint. 

Finally, the wording for all relevant business rules shall be reviewed in order to ensure they correctly describe 

the checks that are carried out by SDMG, as outline above.
